God formally reconfirmed His unchanging commitment to them as His chosen people and nation, Israel

5A9. God’s Covenantal gifts, in grace, to Israel:
God reaffirmed to them His UNCONDITIONAL
Covenantal declarations and promises made to
Abraham
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5A11. God’s Covenantal commission, in grace, for the nation of Israel:
They were to share with God in accomplishing His primary purpose:-
(a) UNCONDITIONALLY, by increasing in number as God had promised
(b) CONDITIONALLY, by being wholeheartedly committed to God:-
(i) IF they believed His unchanging Covenantal declarations and
promises, and obeyed His Covenantal Laws
(ii) THEN God would make Himself known TO and THROUGH them
